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Ethnic minority students, particularly those from South Asia and Southeast Asia, are mainly brought up in
families with lower socio-economic status. Compared with other students in Hong Kong, they have a
lower enrolment ratio and a much lower participation rate in higher education. The difficulties in learning
Chinese have become a serious obstacle to further their studies. As a result, they face the problem of
limited job choices after leaving school. This thus becomes an obstacle to their upward mobility in
society.

This seminar will explore whether the current educational policies for ethnic minority students in Hong
Kong have effectively met their needs, and what support measures should be put in place to allow them to
further their studies and have better employment opportunities. The speakers of this seminar include an
academic, an experienced social worker and a school principal who have rich experience in supporting
ethnic minorities or conducting research on their education. All are welcome to attend this seminar.
